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Medications to Avoid Prior to Surgery

It is important to make your surgeon aware of all medications that you take
(including herbals and other nonprescription products) before surgery (see GH
Perioperative Herbal Alert patient education handout). Many medications can
interfere with anesthesia or other medications prescribed before, during, and
after surgery. Certain medications may also interfere with the healing process. In
general, all preparations containing aspirin, salicylate and /or salicylamindes, and
non-steroidal anti-inflammatory medications (prescription and non-prescription)
should be avoided, unless otherwise prescribed by your physician, as they may
cause bleeding after surgery. Below is a list of medication that should be avoided
before total joint surgery. If you have questions about these or any other
medications, please contact your surgeon.
